Zeal is defined as great energy or enthusiasm in pursuit of a cause or an objective. 
With this being said, there is no question that we are people that supposed to have 
zeal.  
     .   Romans 10:2 (NKJV) — 2 For I bear them witness that they have a zeal for God,         
         but not according to knowledge. 
      
     .   Galatians 4:18 But it is good to be zealous in a good thing always, and not only 
          when I am present with you. 
      
     .  Titus 2:14 who gave Himself for us, that He might redeem us from every lawless                  
         deed and purify for Himself His own special people, zealous for good works 
 
    .   Revelation 3:19 (NKJV) — 19 As many as I love, I rebuke and chasten. Therefore                  
         Be zealous and repent. 
  
Zeal is what motivates us to do what we do. But this zeal must be right or else can 
mislead us and cost us our very souls.   
 
     We see that zeal is great to have and must be present to be the Christians we  are  
called to be.  But the source and the mindset behind the  zeal are as important as 
having the  zeal itself.

from. Is it from within or is there something else causing the zeal to be present? We 
can have zeal, but that zeal can be off because of where it comes from. Paul said 
in Galatians 1:14 “And I advanced in Judaism beyond many of my contemporaries in 
my own nation, being more exceedingly zealous for the traditions of my fathers.” But 
also said in Philippians 3:6 in speaking about his previous life, “concerning zeal, 
persecuting the church; concerning the righteousness which is in the law, blameless.” 
His source of zeal was misguided and therefore had to be redirected by Christ and was 
in Acts 9. Paul went on to say that some were zealous for God, but NOT according to 
knowledge (Rom. 10:2). It is possible to have this zeal but not the zeal that comes from 
God and is being guided by God. At the same time, that zeal must also be of the right 
mindset. It must be the case that our mindset is one of purity and not one with a 
hidden agenda or personal vendetta. The heart must be godly to then lead to the 
product of godliness. The only way this is done is by letting the Word of God into our 
lives and letting it do the moving (Jms. 1:21, Ps. 119:11, Rev. 3:19).  
     God uses this properly sourced zeal to cause us to do certain things for Him. This 
zeal leads us to repent (Rev. 3:19), obey (Tit. 2:14), long for each other (2 Cor. 7:7), 
urge us to be better (2 Cor. 7:11), and to influence others (2 Cor. 9:2). God has chosen, 
what is in each one us, to spread His cause, His purpose, and His teaching. We need to 
make sure that our zeal is correctly sourced so that we can have the greatest impact 
for God, His mission, and our reason for existence. Think about it this way, zeal is the 
gasoline to a fire. The more gasoline is thrown on the fire, the bigger the flame and the 
more impact it can have. If each one of us was to properly direct our zeal, could you 
imagine what we could accomplish? Not only because of our zeal but what God can do 
with our zeal when it is eagerly flamed. My encouragement to us is that we take a 
deep look at ourselves and see what is motivating us as Christians and if it needs 
redirection, then redirect it. Do it for yourself, for God, and your brethren!
