t is not for us to figure out
a God to please us, but to figure
ourselves out to please God.

Instead of a man seeking the
church of his choice, it i3 re-
quired that we seek the church of
God's choice. "Seek ye first the
kingdom of God and His righteous-
ness." (Matt.6:33)

This idea of people following
the way of their own choice, and
of Jjolning the church of their
preference is as dangerous as pla-
ying baseball with a hand grenads.
'Yea, they have —chosen their own
way, and their soul delighteth in
their abominations., I will also
choose their delusions, and will
bring their fears upon them; be-
cause when I called, none did an-
swer; when I spake, they did not
hear; but they did evil before
mine eyes, and chose that in which
I delighted not." (Isa.66:3«l)

It is pure folly to take a
name of your own pleasing and to
become known and identified by it
in religion when you can not find
one person in the church of Christ
wearing that name in the New Tes-
tament.
